Bull Sale Checklist

* DNA samplesto PBB by the end of February for
Autumn bull sales

* Genomic data needs to go through a group run to
contribute to EBVs—account for this time and
receiving results when submitting your DNA

* Are all my sale bulls registered?

* Have | booked my scanning in time to go through a
group run before my catalogue is printed?

* All performance data to registry by 37 of each
month to make group run

* Have |l responded to all outlier and diagnostic
reports?

* Do my sale animals all meet transfer
requirements?

* Photos and comments sorted for the catalogue?




Transfer Requirements

Vendor responsibility to ensure animals
are transferrable

* Bulls- All ages- Minimum 50k SNP
profile, SNP sire verified, and tested for
HY, DL, I[E and MSUD. Carriers of MD or DB
cannot be transferred.

Top Tips —
Registrations

* Make sure your AB sires are sorted-
need to be tested for DB & MD and be
declared free

* Can be done via excel, online, or a .dat
file from your livestock management
system

* Prefilled excel sheets are available for
completing calf registrations — contact
registry

* Don’t enter your prefix if using an excel
sheet for calf registrations, this is
generated automatically

 Calves need a possible sire entered to
be recorded, even if you need DNA to
confirm




Top Tips — DNA

* Courier samples to 75 South Street,
Feilding,4702

* Include printed copy of your DNA
form with your samples and email to
dna@pbbnz.com

* Form can be prefilled on request oo .
providing animals are recorded e

* Remember to provide all possible
sires and dams

* We recommend animals are
registered prior to submitting DNA
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Top Tips — Genomics

* Need to go through a group run before
showing as analysed so get your DNA
tests in with plenty of time prior to sale

* Genomically enhanced EBVs allow us
to establish which relatives the animal
has more DNA in common with and
therefore what their genetic merit will
be more like. It’s not as simple as a
mid-point average of parent EBVs.




Top Tips —
Diagnostics & Outliers

* Important to read and respond to
your diagnostic and outlier emails

* Animals not addressed can be
excluded from getting genomically
enhanced EBVs - particularly
important close to bull sales!

* Once corrected, data needs to go
through another group run




Active Dam List (ADL)

 Available now for 2026

* Eachyearyou are charged a female fee
for all females in your ownership that
are 2 years old and over

* Needto complete the ADL when
notified by fating off any females no
longer in your ownership

* Due 15t June each year, any ADL not
returned by this time will result in being
charged for all females in your 2
ownership ' | i :
