What’s it all about?

The Young Breeder’s Competition will take place at Kansas State University, Manhattan, 
Kansas from 19th -25th October, 2025. 

Each country will enter a team of 4, and contestants will take part in a variety of skills based events centered around the
United States agriculture industry. This may include things such as team presentations, judging, stock handling & practical
skills. 

To conclude the competition, youth will participate in a fitting and showmanship competition at the American Royal on Oct
25, 2025.

NZ Herefords will be selecting a team of 4 plus a reserve.  Note this reserve will partake in all training and preparation in the
lead up to the event with the team of 4, but will not travel to the US with the team, unless they are required to fill in for one of
the 4 members who cannot make it. 

What’s required from me? 

You must register & attend both the  Youth Development Forum  19th-21st April and NZ Team Selection Event 21st-22nd April
2024. The Selection Event will include components such as an  interview with a panel, pubic speaking and activities to test
your industry knowledge.  You will be assessed on a range of criteria including your ability to work well in a team.  Your stock
judging points from the Youth Development Forum will contribute to your overall scores for the Selection Event.

If you are selected as part of the team, you must be committed to attending & competing at the Young Breeder Competition. 

By accepting a positon on the team, you will be expected to partake in any professional development or training
opportunities across 2024 and 2025  to further your knowledge and skills, in preparation for the competition. 

NZ Hereford Youth will be making a significant contribution towards  the cost of this opportunity. 
However, you WILL be required to assist with securing sponsorship to offset some of the total cost, and/or make up the
balance of your individual cost yourself.
